Melbourne Colts played Boroondara Colts at Bourke Rd 
South Reserve on a fine afternoon with the opposition 
having a full 15 but not a full front row so for the second 
time in two weeks we played uncontested scrums.

After the grudge match of last season which saw us 
beat Quins by a point, the boys (and coaches) were 
fired up for another close encounter. 
 
Again, the team got stuck in from the outset, and playing 
with the wind in the first half, immediately got good field 
position. 
 
Some good tackling and clean out by the forwards saw 
Felix cross for a try after only a few minutes play. 
Harlequins were showing some spirited opposition with 
a couple of their forwards reminding the Melbourne boys 
that this wasn’t a game of netball. 
 
Andreas made a great run from fielding a kick, and in try 
Fev style really looked the goods. A swerve, a great 
fend on a covering forward, and he has run 20 
metres…… go Fev… keep going, only 10 metres to the 
line and only a winger in front….. a swerve, a shimmy… 
is it Fev, is it Campese?..... no… its Forest Gump!!  
 
For the second week in a row, a try has gone begging 
with a player running dead in goal. Dive for the line !! 
 
From the ensuing 22,  the ball was worked forward and

some short passing through the forwards saw Harry ( the 
Tank) crash over. Fev converted for a 12 – nil lead. 
 
Continued pressure from Melbourne kept Harlequins 
pinned in their 22, and some sharp passing from the backs 
got the ball to Tim who sped over wide out for two tries to 
give Melbourne a 22-nil lead at halftime. 
 
Harlequins came out from the break with the wind at their 
backs and some renewed life. With good field position, they 
ran in two quick tries after some poor lineout work and lack 
of commitment from the backs. 
 
To their credit the Melbourne boys rallied. From a free kick 
Fev sent a torpedo 40 metres downfield to find touch 5 
metres from the Quins’ line. The forwards secured the ball 
and a rampaging Felix scored the try near the posts for Fev 
to convert. From the kick off the ball went wide to Angus 
Tivey who took off down the right wing, only to be tackled 5 
metres short, but he popped a great ball in the tackle to 
Felix crashed through the tackle to score wide out. 
 
The boys now could sense the victory, and again worked 
the ball into the Harlequins’ 22. A free kick 10 metres out, 
then ball passed to the Tank , and with Felix driving ( and 
steering), over they went for a well deserved try on the final 
whistle. 
 
Another improved performance, with the team now starting 
to get some good structure to their play and some terrific 
tackling now being exhibited. With continued improved 
commitment, some further good results should occur.

In the second half, our 
boys kept the tries coming, but also cranked up their 
effort in defence, closing the gaps and shutting down 
Wyndham's attacking players.
