The game was the first outing of the year for the full team 
and the boys had a great run to shake out the cobwebs.  
Eltham had the better of us in the first half and scored 4 
tries. However, after a rousing half time motivational 
speech from Coach Greg, the team came out firing and ran 
in 3 tries to Eltham's 2.  The highlight of the day was the 
good physical rugby the boys played in the second half.  
They played as a team and drove hard at the ball and 
committed to tackles. 
 
'Best Player' award went to Rupert for his efforts in both 
defence and attack - a great game.  In defence he was well 
supported by Ned, Max, Tom and James N-B who all made 
great tackles and proved that even big opposition boys can  
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be brought down with a well executed tackle and a bit of 
courage. 
 
'Best Attack' award went to Laughie who made some great 
breaks and ran hard.   Also of note in attack were Hayden, 
James F, Nic and Bud with the latter two both scoring 
tries. 
 
With Callum back soon and Josh Canham signing up at 
the weekend we now have a squad of 12 for a fresh 
assault on the new season. 
 

 
 
Under 10 Green:  
 
The U10 Greens played Moorabbin in the season opener. 
This was a tough game in which they all performed 
creditably. 
 
Ben Beagley captained the side this week and led from the 
front with some excellent attacking play, taking advantage 
of some quick thinking from fly-half Ethan O'Brien to 
exploit open space on the blind side of the breakdown. 
 

 
 
The back-line functioned smoothly, holding their structure, 
looking for opportunities and passing well. Jack Stapleton 
and Angus McIndoe, the centre combination, took the ball 
up hard at the opposition and were able to consistently 
make line breaks. With half-back Oscar Estella always 
alert and looking for openings the whole back-line set itself 
a high standard to build on as the season progresses. 
 
The forwards were able to provide enough good quality 
posession to allow our talented backs to create a number 
of opportunities. Chris Webster ripped the ball strongly 
from numerous mauls to grab possession from Moorabbin.  
Max Markham, Shavon Martin, Jensen Kenyan and Will  

  
MacPherson were all playing their first game for the club, 
Shavon playing his first ever game. Max and Shavon ran 
strongly with the ball, passing and off-loading well in the 
contact and making valuable yards. Jensen kept the ball alive 
and supported the backline by continually making himself 
available. Will also made a strong contribution in defence 
which resulted in him receiving the Best Team Player award. 
The forwards were making the breakdowns well, but we'll 
need to work a little harder at clearing out the ruck area more 
dynamically. 
 

 
 
Our defensive effort was mainly good, but with a number of 
lapses that ultimately cost us the game. Allowing some of 
their larger units to run through the line on 2 or 3 occaisions, 
and missed one on one tackling let Moorabbin in for 7 tries to 
our 3, most of their tries coming in the last 10 minutes as the 
defence got a bit ragged. So we'll be doing some work on 
tackling at training. 
 
The best tackler award went to Oscar for his consistent 
defence, although tackle of the day was made by Angus, 
saving a certain try when he smashed an oposition winger 
into touch. Jack received the best attacking player award for 
the consistency of his running and the number of line breaks 
he achieved. 
 
The boys held their structures well and the links between 
forwards and backs was very good.

The club will again follow last year protocol where our U5 
juniors will predominately be a training side each Thursday
