The U14Bs played an away game against Eltham on 
Saturday two player short due to people being away.  
The spirit shown in the game by the team was strong, 
with Simon barracking instructions from the sideline and  

  
the boys responding with gusto.  The last time the boys had 
a game was 5th June, and there was some evidence of this 
initially when Eltham scored a try soon after the kick-off.  
But the boys fought back with a quick equaliser from Ilan 
Arenstein bursting through several would-be tackles, 
followed by a great run by Matt Dudgeon from the half way 
that wrong-footed about 4 Eltham players.  Both these 
efforts, plus great rucking and mauling by the six forwards, 
gave us control over much of the play for the remaining first 
half.  Unfortunately, almost on half time, Eltham scored a 
soft intercept try from a lineout by the speedy Eltham fly 
half which seem looking back to unsettle the boys’ 
concentration for the rest of the match. 
 
In the second half, the Eltham pack started to achieve more 
dominance and Melbourne went for considerable periods 
without much of the ball, but we still defended stoutly.  In 
one of the few times we did have to ball, James Nicker 
scored in the far corner after a concerted effort by the 
whole pack to shove their counterparts backwards over 
their line.  Eltham retaliated with try, followed by Ilan again 
scoring a try after a quick backline movement from around 
half way.  Our tries however always remained unconverted, 
whereas two of Eltham’s were well converted from wide 
out, which kept them just out of range of us when matching 
them try for try.  A late converted try by Eltham almost on 
full time sealed their victory, 31 to 20.  
 
The boys can come away from this matching knowing that 
they can definitely more than match it with Eltham, 
especially with full time and some consistent game time 
under their belts.  The standout performer was our halfback 
Will Bracegirdle, who was twice laid out in crunching 
tackles in the second half.  But each time he immediately 
got back into the thick of the action, making several darting 
runs from the base of set pieces as if nothing had 
happened and without regard for being hurt again.  Well 
done to him, and the rest of the boys, for the spirit and 
determination shown.
