The U14Bs finally played their delayed away match
against Harlequins on Wednesday night under lights
and in the wet. For many boys, this was their first night
game. Their anticipation of fun and games in the mud at
night was obvious among the high spirits of the boys
before the start. We ran with the rain and wind in our

backs in the first half, and the Melbourne boys made very
good use of it. Rob Renzella, playing at fly-half this week,
immediately forced ‘Quins back on the defensive and not
far from their line with long penetrating kicks. After the third
attacking kick, Matt Dudgeon took full advantage of the
opposition’s continued need to defend by beating three
tackles and swooping over for the first try. From the restart,
the Unicorn boys went on the offensive again, with the
forwards maintaining good continuity and control of the
rucks. Finally, Ron Renzella crossed for a try, followed
soon after by llan Arenstein scoring one as well. The two
teams then settled into period of more equal completion,
with Harlequins regaining some ascendency and scoring a
try just before half-time after a couple of silly penalties
being given away by Melbourne.

The Rugby Gods favoured Melbourne at the start of the
second half, with the rain stopping and the first-half strong
wind now no more than a mild breeze for the boys to run
into. Harlequins tried the Melbourne tactic of long kicks,
but these were well covered by Jordan Stonier-Watson at
fullback.  Melbourne held out some initial forays by
Harlequins and, once played settled, started to gain
superiority. A second try to Rob Renzella, followed by two
further tries to Illan Arenstein (one of which was converted
by Rob), and final forward’s try by Paddy Kavanagh off a
set scrum sealed Melbourne’s win. The last of Harlequin’s
two second half tries was almost on full time revealed a
tendency for Melbourne to ease off the pedal and not
commit as strongly to defence as they had been through
the rest of the game.

Rob Renzella revelled his fly half role, with several strong
runs, two tries, and many punishing kicks behind ‘Quin’s
defence to consistently gain ascendency for Melbourne.
llan continued to score his usual quota of tries (though
supporters missed his usual skewer tackles, which we hope
will return to the fore for Saturday’s match against Melton),
and all the forwards (especially Jamie Shutt and James
Nicker) worked consistently hard in the breakdowns in
difficult playing conditions, creating the platform for
Melbourne’s win. Excellent contributions were also made
by Nick Jacobson in the centres and Harry the Tackling
Harrier on the wing. After the school holiday break, this
match wets our appetite for revenge against Melton in the
forthcoming on Saturday.
